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Abstract
The study aims to provide an assessment of the nature and characteristics of criminal victimization in contemporary urban China using data collected from a survey of 2,500 households in a large city of China, 2004.  The assessment focuses on those common types of criminal victimization such as victimization in burglary and sex offenses that have been widely studied in the West.  The study also explores the influential factors at both individual and neighborhood levels.  The theoretical framework for the exploration is largely derived from the routine activities/lifestyle and neo-social disorganization theories which are two major theoretical perspectives on crime and criminal victimization in the West.  The findings from the exploration are compared to those discovered in the West and discussions are provided for the application and adaptation of the Western theories in the Chinese setting.  
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
